SUNDAY 16TH MAY, 2010 - SPONSORED WALK
As you are probably aware we are holding a major fundraising event on Sunday 16th May, when we walk from Crowland to the Polka Dot Academy. This will be a fantastic opportunity to raise thousands of pounds that will be used to convert Bay 3 into a community studio theatre. The theatre will be used by community groups and individuals to hire, as well as receiving theatre tours and facilitating a diverse series of events, seminars and workshops. We hope that you will be able to join us for the walk so that we can provide South Holland with this wonderful facility that everyone can benefit from. Our aim is for 1000 people to take part in the walk, so please get your relatives, friends, colleagues and any strangers that you meet to come along and join in the fun.

Each participant will need a sponsorship form, which can be collected from reception at the Polka Dot Academy. There is a minimum entry fee of £10 per person, but we are hoping that everyone will be able to raise more than that – the sky is the limit! 

The walk itself has two start lines, the first is at Wyevale Garden Centre, Crowland and is 9 miles from the start to the finish line back at Polka Dot. The second start line is at Four Bar Bridge, Deeping St Nicholas, and is three miles from the start to the finish line back at Polka Dot Academy. You can choose which walk you would like to participate in, and then proceed to turn up fit and ready! 
The 9 mile walk from Wyevale will start at midday, and we are asking everyone to turn up at 11.30am, so that you can be registered. You will need to bring your completed registration form with you and hand it in at the start line. 
The 3 mile walk from Four Bar Bridge will start at 1.30pm, and we are asking everyone to turn up at 1pm so that you can be registered. You will need to bring your completed registration form with you and hand it in at the start line. 
Maps and directions for the start lines are available from Polka Dot Academy reception, and the route of the walk is mainly along the riverbank from Crowland to Spalding. There will be adult supervision throughout the walk, and marshals posted at every mile. St Johns ambulance will also be in attendance in case of any aches and pains.
You will need to arrange your own transport to either of the start lines, and obviously everyone will finish at Polka Dot Academy, where there will be a barbeque and drinks waiting for all you hungry walkers and supporters – the funds raised from this will also boost the amount raised. 
If you wish to help out but don’t fancy the walk, you can volunteer to be a marshal along the route or be one of the welcome committee at the Academy. Please let us know if this 

is your chosen option.
