To ensure that the performances run smoothly we are able to have a dress rehearsal on Friday June 25th at the South Holland Centre from 5pm – 9pm. It is important that everyone attends this final rehearsal as so far we’ve never had a full cast at any of the other rehearsals. 
Costumes for the show must be provided by you – which should consist of the following:

Adult characters – please provide something that makes you look more like an adult, eg for the male characters a shirt and trousers, and for the female characters a dress or blouse and skirt. Suitable footwear such as shoes or low heels is good – no trainers and no plimsolls if possible.
Children – provide normal clothing, but nothing that is too modern and with as few logos as possible. If you are in the nativity scene provide something relevant to your character – it should look homemade with a hint of Christmas! Footwear can be plimsolls or trainers.
The play is set in Autumn and Winter, so coats and gloves/hats/scarves will add to the authenticity of the show. 

On Saturday June 26th all Shining Stars must arrive at the South Holland Centre at midday, and stay until the end of the first show. Parents can collect children at 4.45pm for tea, but all cast must be back at the theatre at 6.15pm to get ready for the second show.
